This funding is used to support staff wages to run cur Whistler Parent-Tot Drop-in program, as per its original inient. This "purposeful play” program
runs three hours a day, three days a week, at Myrtle Philip Community School during the school year. This drap-in program is for parents and
children up to 5 years of age. During the pandemic eighi care providers attend each session with their children, where children can play, socialize
and parents can gain knowledge, support and simply have fun. The program is run by a qualified early child educator.

We believe this program is a great benefit ta children's and parents' health and wellbeing. Trained facilitators provide children and families with
guality experiences that support social, emotional and cognitive development. This happy, healthy, structured environment helps 1o support the
success of children when they enter kindergarten. This program supports care providers health and wellbeing by reducing isolation and develaping
parenting skills.

This program is an important 'first coniact’ with our organization, and intreduces us to children who may need further support services.

We closed in March due to the pandemic, We opaned up again in Seplember after we developed and implemented new guidelines in response to
COVID-19. We created an on-line registration system and families could register for one day a week. This allowed uts to create safe learning cohorts
by limiting numbers, and having the same people attend the same day every week. We have also divided the Whistler Parent-tot into semesters;
September to December, January to March and March o June. We have increased our cleaning protocols and rearranged how the room is set-up.
Signage was created and masks strongly recommended.

During the closures of the program we continued to support Whistlez families virtually. In May, June, November and December we deliverad fo their
doors bags with toys, activilies and handouts. And then we created videos for them to watch. In the videos we talk about age appropriate child
development, ideas for teaching, suppert for chaltenging behaviours, and also, sent some circle time videos for the children to view,as well as,
teaching parent new songs and games.
